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A number ol questions were asked reparding street connectivity, and specitically the
planned extension of Spring Strect.

There is u plan to extend Spring Street 1o the Walnut Grove project. The town plunning
staff can better answer questions regarding the timing of that extension.

Our preferred subdivision plan creates a new public right-of-way coming off of Spring
Street, und terminating at the southern border of the property. This right-of-way could
subsequently be extended to the adjucent property if and when that property is developed.
The new right-of-way would include a street with curb and gutter. and u planting strip
and sidewalk on the east (fowards Walnut Street) side. We would include a [1) foot
sidewalk easement on the western side of the street, but due to the topography of the
property and u clustering of trees it may not make sense to build the sidewalk. Rather, a
pervious, pedestrian pathway may make more sense,

Our preferred subdivision plan does not include a connection with Walnut Street. The
reasons for not having this connection are threefold. First, this property has u stream
with a section of SWIM buffer. As such we consider it an environmentally sensitive
property upon which we should minimize impervious surfaces. Second, while we must
acknowledge the car. hut we do not necessarily have 1o encourage the car. Most irips
leaving our subdivision would be towards Main Street. which is accessed via Spring
Street. Having a connection from Walnut Street would only benefil those driving to the
elementary school or the ball fields. We think these are points that can easily be reached
via foot, not car. ‘Third, having a street come off of Walnut Street forces the two lots that
front Walnut Street to he narrower, and thus not blend in as well with the existing houses
on Walnut Streetr.

Some of the sketches that were derived from the first charrette showed a street coming off
of Spring Street, and then circling the cluster of frees in the middle of the property. We
feel this design is flawed because it greatly adds to the impervious surface on the
property, and the compaction caused by the street would threaten the trees. especially if
the street circled the trees.

Existing Environment

A number of questions were raised about how the subdivision would blend in with the
existing environment.

Qur intent is to blend in with the built environment as much as possible, within the
constraint of building new houses in a neighborhood of older homes with varving
architectural styles. The following measures will be used to recognize the huilt
environment.
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
